This is a real treat for film lovers, 
especially as it is the only English-friendly DVD edition 
available anywhere in the world. 

TRISTANA: A film by Luis Bunuel (French with English

Bunuel and Catherine Deneuve teamed up again on this 
fascinating story about a sordid and perverse relationship 
between a young woman and her elderly guardian.
